While the doors of our buildings lead to celebration, compassion, and support, they also lead to problems. Some of our issues are obvious from the parking lot….like the church roof…..many are behind closed doors, in the ceilings and under the floors. We have multiple serious situations.  All of us need ALL of us, to deal with these. Our facilities are almost 50 years old, have mostly original mechanical systems, do not meet current codes, and are not serving our programs.  We have unhealthy HVAC systems, only one handicapped accessible bathroom, egress problems, roof leaks and space constraints. Two thirds of our parish center was built as a private residence and is now used as a public space. There are code issues we must address now.

From the beautiful land that is St. Catherine Circle, there are about 12 entrances into our buildings. Inside there are dozens more doors. We invite you to come through a couple of them that you may not have noticed before. On Feb 28th or March 1st tour our facilities. We invite you to join us and several architects after all masses. We will start at the west church entrance as soon as mass ends. Open a new door!
